OPERATION RED NOSE
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   Operation Red Nose gets people home safely!

   Now in its 16th year in Nanaimo, it started at the University of Laval in 1984 and has expanded into more than 100 communities across Canada.
   All money raised goes to local youth sports through Pacific Sports.

   It provides a service from Ladysmith to Lantzville every Friday & Saturday, except Christmas Eve, starting November 25th, running from 9PM to 3AM.  It’s a free service, but donations from clients are most gratefully accepted – and people can be quite generous.

   Three-people teams (Volunteer Driver, Navigator and Escort Driver) are dispatched.  You drive the clients in their vehicle.  You never take passengers in your vehicle.  And, ICBC provides special insurance so there will be no impact on your coverage in the event of an accident.
   To volunteer:  you need to take three forms (Op Red Nose Volunteer, request for Criminal Record Check and Consent for Further Check) to the RCMP on Prideaux Street in Nanaimo.

   Maybe we can get a team or two from the Club to work together one or two nights.
